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GRADUATION
REQUIREMENTS

Centennial High School follows the semester
system with 4 nine-week grading periods.
Students take six courses and one study period. If
space and scheduling permit, students in grades
10-12 may make application in the Counseling
Center for a seventh course.

GRADUATION PATH

THROUGH CLASS OF 2013

CHS follows a three path curriculum as prescribed
by the State of Tennessee. Students may graduate
by earning 22 credits from the University
Preparatory Curriculum, Technical Preparatory
Curriculum or Dual Preparatory Curriculum. One
credit is awarded for a full year of study and one-
half credit is awarded for completing a semester
course. The required 22 credits include:

Middle School Credits: High School credits
earned in Middle School will be recorded on
transcripts according to Williamson County Board
Policy with no cumulative GPA value points.

English: All students must earn four credits in
English. For students identified as English as a
Second Language (ESL), a maximum of two
credits of ESL may be applied to the four credit
English requirement.

Mathematics: The WCBE (Williamson County
Board of Education) requires students to earn three
credits in math. Students who have not had math
during their last year in high school often have to
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take a remedial math course during their freshman

year in college for no credit. Students, regardless
of career or educational plans, are encouraged to
take four math courses in high school. For
students on the Technical Preparatory Curriculum,

at least one of the math credits required for
graduation must be Algebra I.

Science: Students in the University Preparatory
Curriculum must take one unit of laboratory
science. Three are required for all students.

Social Science: Four courses equaling 3 credits
are required for high school graduation. The
courses are United States History, Government,
Economics and either World Geography or World
History. AP counterparts comply with state
requirements. Three credits of JROTC or 2 credit
of American Business Legal Systems may
substitute for % credit of government. One credit
in Marketing Education (including Retail
Operations) or ' credit in Business Economics
may be used to fulfill the '2 credit Economics
requirement provided the teacher meets the highly
qualified requirement as set out in NCLB.

World Language: Two credits of the same
foreign language are required for students on the
Dual or University Preparatory Curriculum. Some
colleges require three credits.

Fine Arts: One credit of General Music, Art,
Band, Chorus or Theatre Arts is required for Dual
or University paths.

Electives: A n e | e mdnirequied courss
Computer Education: Each graduate must have
completed 180 hours of computer education at
some time during the
that can be documented or verified. Students who
transfer from another state during their senior year
are exempt from this requirement.

Driver Education: Students may sign up for after
school hours of Driver Education in the fall,
spring, and summer. Start dates will be announced
in school. Students will sign up with the school
bookkeeper and pay the required fee. Thirty (30)
hours of classroom instruction is mandatory,
followed by six (6) hours of behind-the-wheel
driving. One-half credit is earned. The grade is
calculated in the cumulative GPA.

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Career and Technology Preparatory Cluster:
Students in this path substitute four elective
courses making up one of the Career and
Technology Clusters for the fine art and foreign
language requirements in the University
Preparatory Curriculum. The Dual Preparatory
Curriculum includes both the fine art and foreign
language components required in the University
Preparatory Curriculum, plus the four units in a
Career and Technology Cluster.

EXIT EXAMS: Students must pass three state-
mandated * Gat e w aof-doursetestdl in order
to receive a regular high school diploma. The
three Gateway tests are: Algebra I, Biology I, and

English 1I. Students take the tests upon
completion of each course. If they fail to pass, the

student will receive intervention to aid the student
when retesting. There is not a limit to the number
of times a student may take the Gateway tests.

Every student in Williamson County Schools is
required to take the ACT as a requirement for
graduation, whether in the University or Technical
Path. Exceptions are made only through an IEP
team based on No Child Left Behind guidelines.
The test will be administered to 11™ grade students
at the spring testing date established by ACT.

COURSE LEVELS

Standard Level Courses are offered in each
discipline and are open to any student.

Honors courses substantially exceed the content
standards, learning expectations, and performance
indicators approved by the State Board of
Education. They include instructional approaches
that facilitate maximum interchange of ideas
among students: independent study, selfrected

research and learning, and appropriate use of

techrology. They must include multiple
assessments exemplifying coursework (such as
short answer, constructed-response prompts,
performance-based tasks, open-ended questions,
essays, original or creative interpretations,
authentic products, portfolios, and analytical
writing). Additionally, an honors course shall
include a minimum of five of the following
components:

e Extended reading assignments that connect
with specified curriculum

e Research-based writing assignments that
address and extend the course curriculum

e Projects that apply course curriculum to
relevant or real-world situations

e Open-ended investigations in which the
student selects the questions and designs the
research

e Writing assignments that demonstrate a
variety of modes, purposes, and styles

e Integration of appropriate technology into the
course of study

e Deeper exploration of the culture, values, and
history of the discipline

e Extensive opportunities for problem solving
experiences through imagination, critical
analysis, and application

e Job shadowing experiences with presentations
which connect classroom to the world of work

Advanced Placement (AP) courses are college-
level courses with a prescribed core curriculum.
The AP National Examination is provided by and
graded by the College Entrance Examination
Board (CEEB) and is administered to AP students
in May of each year. Individual colleges and
universities have their own specific standards for
granting credit for AP work. To enroll in an AP
course, students should be recommended by their
present teacher in that discipline. Teachers add
five points to each nine-week average. The GPA
is weighted by adding 1.0 quality points. Each
student is responsible for paying for his/her exam.
The CEEB number is 430-701.

Dual Enrollment Credit is available to juniors or
seniors enrolled in high school who may take
college courses for dual credit at any district
recognized post-secondary institution in agreement
with the policy. A student who meets the
admission requirements of the college, pays the
tuition/expenses, and successfully completes the
course receives high school credits on his/her
transcript and also college credits on his/her
college transcript. The high school records the
courses as pass/Fail. Courses will not be weighted
for honors or AP but will count toward the
Wi lliamson County Sc
Qualifying students may receive partial payment
for dual enrollment courses from the Tennessee
Dual Enrollment Grant. The counselor must
approve any courses students wish to take for dual
credit. Go to http://www.state.tn.us/tsac for
guidelines. Students need to see their school
counselors to check eligibility and to obtain a dual
enrollment application.

LOTTERY SCHOLARSHIP

GRADING SCALE: state law requires

that students applying for lottery scholarships and
other state scholarship funds be evaluated utilizing
a uniform grading scale. The uniform grading
scale listed below is the state designated scale for
that purpose. Only this scale will be sent to the
State for lottery scholarship purposes.  The
Williamson County grading scale shall be used for
all other official purposes including report cards,
GPA, class rank, honor roll, etc.

Lottery Scholarship grading scale may include the
addition of 3 points for Honors and 5 points for
Advanced Placement courses which are added
each quarter.

GRADING SCALE - GPA

The Calculation of the GPA is determined by
dividing total grade points by total semester
classes attempted. Credit given to all courses that
receive a letter grade in high school is counted.

The Honor Roll is announced and published at the
end of each quarter, and is based on a minimum of
six for- credit courses and the resulting GPA
attained for all three honor roll levels as follows:

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GRADE POLICIES

Class rank is compiled after the first semester of
the senior year for the Williamson County
Academic Excellence Banquet. Final class rank is
not announced until the end of the senior year.

For transfer students, the cumulative GPA on the
transcript for transferred work will be used.
Recalculation will be made for honors and AP
classes that were not given the same weight (less
or more) as Williamson County students (.5 for
Honors and 1.0 for AP). Recalculation will also be
made if the GPA was not calculated on a 4.0 scale.
All students who are enrolled for the entire final
semester of the senior year will be included in
class ranking and honor recognition.

Semester and final exams are required for all
students with the following exception. Seniors
who have maintained a 91 average, have been
absent no more than 6 days (including college visit
days) during the semester and have not been
suspended are exempt from exams for the
qualifying class.

To audit means to take a class for no credit.
Usually, a student audits the first-semester of a
full-year course when in the previous year the
student passed the first semester, but failed the 2™
semester. This practice allows the student to be
ready to take the 2™ semester for credit and be
successful. The student is required to complete all
work, including tests and the semester exam.

Home-schooled students must pass Centennial
departmental exams in order to receive credit for
each course taken at the high school level. It is the
st udent ‘ibdity to ake thesdesams in a
timely fashion.

College courses taken for college credit, even
when taken for dual high school/college credit, are
recorded as Credit or No Credit with no grade
point (GPA) value.

Progress Reports will be provided to students
mid-way through each nine-week grading period.

Report Cards will be mailed at the end of each
grading period.

Incompletes - A student receiving notice that a
course is incomplete must complete the required
work and receive a grade within ten school days
after the end of the grading period or the




incomplete automatically remains the grade as
reported in the notice. Only the principal may
exempt a student from this policy.

The Transcript is a historical document of all
courses taken at CHS. Letters not numbers are
used in reporting grades on the transcript. All
grades, passing and failing are permanently
recorded on the transcript. When a course is failed
and then repeated either in WCS Summer School
or during the regular school year, the new grade
does not replace the failed grade. The course
and grade are added to the transcript and averaged
into the cumulative GPA.

Averaging Policy: For certain sequential courses,
the averaging policy allows students to pass even
though they fail first semester. This is possible
only if the average of both semester grades is 70%
or higher. Credit will not be given when the
second semester grade is the failing grade.
Examples of sequential courses that fall into the
averaging policy are Math, World Languages,
Chemistry, Physics, and Accounting.

Credit Recovery: Students who have attempted
and failed a semester in certain course(s) may be
approved to earn credit through the credit recovery
progr am. On t he
listed by the course name to indicate the course
was completed through Credit Recovery. A
maximum of six (6) credits during high school
may be earned through a credit recovery program.

The WCS Summer School Policy offers two
sessions in summer school equivalent to two
semesters in the regular year. Summer school is
most often remedial, serving to aid the student
who has failed a course. The summer school grade
is included in the cumulative GPA. It does not
replace the failed grade. Students can earn a
maximum of 2 credits during summer school. A
maximum of six (6) credits may be earned
throughout the high school career.

DIPLOMAS

High School Diplomas that may be awarded to
graduating seniors include the regular Diploma,
Williamson County Honors Diploma, Special
Education Diploma (completed LE.P. for
graduation), and an Attendance Certificate.

Diploma with Honors: Students may graduate
with honors if they complete the core curriculum

and either the university curriculum and/or the
technical curriculum and maintain at least a 3.0
academic average on a 4.0 scale.

Williamson County Honors Diplomas

Class of 2006 and higher must have completed the
college or dual path curriculum including four
years of math and four years of science and have a
3.5 cumulative GPA with 14 credits in honors,
dual enrolled or advanced placement courses.

The Graduation Ceremony will be for seniors
who have completed the requirements for a
diploma or are within 2 credits of meeting
graduation requirements. Summer graduates and
Early Graduates will be so denoted.

NATIONAL TESTS

CHS CEEB (College Entrance Examination
Board) Number is 430-701. The following is a
brief description of the major types of national
tests that are offered in preparation for applying to
colleges. Application packets are available in the
Counseling Center. For more information go to

PLAN is useful as an indicator of ACT scores
and/or test practice.

ACT — American College Testing Program:
Four 35-50 minute tests are given in academic
areas of English Usage, Mathematics Usage,
Social Science Reasoning, and Natural Science
Reasoning. Four separate scores plus a composite
score averages the test. There will be an Optional
Writing Assessment.

PSAT/NMSQT - Preliminary Scholastic
Assessment Test/National Merit Qualifying
Test: Given in October to sophomores and juniors
who sign up, the PSAT is the basis for merit
scholarships.

SAT 1I: Scholastic Assessment Test: Many
competitive colleges and universities require the
SAT for admission. It is a three-hour test in two
sections measuring verbal and mathematical
reasoning ability.

SAT II — Subject Test: These one-hour tests
measure the application of knowledge in specific
subject areas. Three tests are possible on one test
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day. Some four-year colleges require three subject
tests; one is usually English Composition. SAT II
test(s) are taken in the spring of the junior year or
the year the subject is taken in high school. SAT I
and SAT II cannot be taken on the same day.

AP — Advanced Placement Tests: AP tests are
given in May. The tests are usually three hours in
length and are based on college level courses taken
in high school. Usually, a score of 3 or better
earns college credit in that subject.

SELECTING COURSES

Centennial High School sets its number of sections
and builds its master schedule based on student
requests for courses. The initial registration early
in the second semester determines the courses
offered the following fall. Once the master
schedule has been determined, students who
requested and who were recommended for Honors
and Advanced Placement courses will be obligated
to take these courses. In other words, students
will not be allowed to change their minds in the
fall and drop down one level.

Registration Process:
Rising 9™ Grade

1. CHS, along with the PTSO will host an
evening orientation session for the
parents of rising 9" grade students.

2. CHS counselors meet at the middle
school with 8" grade students and their

parents to register

3. Students will receive their schedules in
August prior to the opening of school.
Designated days are set aside for
freshmen schedule changes. These
changes do not include changes within
the same level for the sake of changing a
teacher or obtaining a more favorable
daily schedule, or changing a schedule in

Registration Process:
Rising 10", 11", & 12" Grades

1. Counselors will distribute relevant
materials and talk to students about their
courses and the new offerings in the
school.

2. Counselors then meet individually with
students to confirm  biographical
information and to complete their
requests for courses for the next year.
Four-year plans are revised if necessary.

3. On the Signing Day, students must obtain
teacher signatures for classes requiring
teacher recommendations. That night
students must obtain parent signatures.
After all signatures are gathered, forms
are returned to the homeroom teachers.
Students who do not return registration
forms may not receive their desired
course requests.

4. Toward the end of the second semester,
students who returned registration forms
will receive confirmation of requested
courses. At this time, students have their
final opportunity to correct their
schedules or to select different electives.

5. In early August, all students receive their
schedules. At this time, only VALID
schedule changes may be made. Valid
changes include updating course
selections based on summer school
credits or correcting a scheduling error

SCHEDULING
CHANGE REQUESTS

Student/Parent initiated schedule changes must
be requested during the designated drop/add
period prior to each semester or the drop/add
form must be submitted to the counseling
center no later than within the first four days of
the new semester. Drops or adds after the
deadline will be granted only in cases of extreme
hardship and must be approved individually by the
principal. Full-year courses may only be dropped
at the semester with administrative approval and
teacher recommendation. Class selections should
be carefully considered as teacher assignments
are made based on those selections. Schedule
changes will be made for the following four
reasons only:

1. Student hasredit for the course

2. Studert does not have theequired
preceding course

3. Course to add is requirefibr
graduation of the current year

4, Course was requested in writing
during the scheduling time but did not
appearo n st wacheduld 6 s

PROBLEMS WITH A CLASS

A student who is experiencing problems in a class
will not be removed from the class outside of the
prior listed policies. When problems develop, the
following procedures should be followed:

1. The student should consult the teacher for
ways to improve

2. If the problem still exists, the parent
should talk to the teacher. Conversation
can occur over the phone or through e-
mail, but the best communication is still
person-to-person.

3. If the problem continues to exist, the
parent may request a school meeting that
includes the teacher, the student, the
parent(s), and the appropriate school
counselor along with the appropriate
assistant principal. This team will form a
plan of action.

SCHEDULING POLICIES

1. Schedule change requests must be made
no later than the first 4 school days of
each semester.

2. VALID schedule change requests are
considered before a semester begins and
no later than the 4-day request for change
period at the beginning of each semester.
Students cannot drop a level because they
changed their minds over the summer or
did not do the summer reading or desire a
different teacher.

3. Full-year courses may not be dropped at
the end of the first semester. Exceptions
to this policy can be made only by
appealing to the Principal. If the
exception is granted, the student will be
required to take an equally challenging
semester course.

CHS COUNSELING CENTER

The Centennial Counseling Center includes
professional school counselors and an office
manager. Each counselor works with students in
acquiring guidance competencies that form the
foundation for their next steps educationally and
occupationally. They assist students in developing
realistic educational and career plans based on a
clear understanding of themselves, their needs,
interests, skills, and the realities and possibilities
of the worlds of education at work.

STUDENT SUPPORT

Supplemental supports and services in all
academic areas are available to all students,
particularly students who qualify through an IEP
(IDEA), or an Accommodation Plan (Section 504),
and gifted. In Tennessee, Gifted services fall
under the  special education  umbrella.
Supplemental supports and services are provided
throughout most academic areas in varying
degrees depending on the needs of students and
faculty resources. Services may include any one
of the following:

e Consultation with faculty, student, and
parent(s)

e Direct or indirect support in classroom
lessons and activities

e  Small groups

e Individual assistance in the classroom or
other learning environment.

After age 18, students who will continue their [EP
may do so by continuing their education with
Williamson County Schools through community-
based education.

Consulting and/or Direct Student Support Services
provide extra supports in a general education
classroom. Special education staffs are available
to lend support to both the teacher and students,
particularly students who are gifted, special
education, and those who have 504 needs. When
not in the general classroom, the special education
staff (including Gifted) may assist students in
directed study, the learning lab, small groups, or
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consulting with students or teachers on an
individual basis. Specific supports may be given
to students who have behavioral issues that impact
their academic success. The goal of Student
Support Services is to provide the needed supports
to make students successful during their high
school years.

The Transition Program is designed for students
with disabilities who have graduated 12" grade but
are not yet ready for the work force. The students
participate in Work Based Learning, where they
receive “on the job”
within the community. In addition, students
receive instruction in functional academics, daily
living skills, and leisure and recreation.

Our goal is for each Centennial High School
graduate to demonstrate proficiency in reading
and writing comprehension and analytical skills in
order to enjoy success in both academic and
occupational settings. The most successful way to
reach this goal is by approaching English as one
course for eah of four years.

Outside reading enhances the core English
curriculum, for the students not only increase their
reading skills but also encounter a variety of
literary works. Therefore, we will require students
to read a minimum of two outside assigents
each semester. According to Williamson County
Board of Education policy, the Centennial High
School English Department will provide alternate
selections when requested.

ENGLISH LEVELS:
English courses at all grade levels offer the
opportunity to acquire sophisticated literary
and writing skills designed to prepare
students to enter the world of work,
technical school, or college.

Honors English courses at all grade levels
provide a challenging workload and pace
for those dedicated to outstanding
achievement.

Advanced Placement courses offered at the
junior and senior levels are designed for
students who display records of academic
success and commitment to excellence in
the study of the English language and
literature.

NINTH GRADE

English I

Grade Level: 9

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

English I explores in depth the major genres of
literature: short stories, poetry, drama, and the
novel. Students study literary terms, grammar, and
vocabulary, as well as the four major types of
writing: narration, exposition, description, and
persuasion. The research process concentrates on
the steps necessary to produce the final product:
an expository paper.

English I Honors
Grade Level: 9

Credit: 1 (fullyear) Teacher Recommendation
This course covers the elements of the English 1
standard course; however, students read additional
works, cover more advanced vocabulary, and
explore complex facets of literature in greater
depth. Honors students work toward developing a
sophisticated  level of composition and
investigating creative problem-solving techniques.

TENTH GRADE

English 11

Grade Level: 10

Credit: 1(full-year)

Successful completion of English |

English 11 explores the wide range of literature
from around the world. Students learn differences
and similarities that exist in literary history, and
they are encouraged to investigate the resulting
cultural diversity. The writing for the course
emphasizes a progression of the skills learned in
English I. The Gateway Language Arts will be the
2" semester final examination.

English Il Honors

Grade Level: 10

Credit: 1 (full-year)

This course examines the human experience
through literature of the classical and modern
world. The Reader Response approach delves into
literature from various regions and serves as a
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catalyst for critical and interpretive composition.
The research paper focuses on the exposition of a
situation with global impact.  College prep
vocabulary is a core element of the curriculum.
The Gateway Language Arts test will be the 2"
semester finals examination.

ELEVENTH GRADE

English 111
Grade Level: 11

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Successful completion of English Ii

English Il students survey American literature in
order to achieve an appreciation of the stages of
literary history of the United States. While
composition begins with an emphasis on
previously mastered skills such as paragraph/essay
construction and various types of exposition, it
emphasizes an upward spiraling of skills toward
mastery of persuasion, analysis, and introductory
evaluation.  Students hone grammar skills and
study an increasingly advanced ACT/SAT-based
vocabulary program.  The research paper is
persuasive and analytical in nature and is based on
student interest and teacher guidance.

English 111 Honors

Grade Level: 11

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Teacher Recommendation &

Successful completion of English I

English Il Honors surveys American literature.
The course will substantially exceed the
expectations of English Il1l.  Composition will
include  narrative,  descriptive,  expository,
persuasive, and creative papers. The application of
grammar in the editing and correcting of
mechanical errors will also be taught. Students
will write a research paper. The research paper,
both persuasive and analytical, encourages
students to broaden their exposure to an American
writer of their choice.

Credit: 1(full-year)

The literature provides the
basis for the study of vocabulary, and composition
stresses critical and creative writing. The research
paper represents a literary analysis of a subject
appropriate to British literature.

English IV Honors

Grade Level: 12

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Teacher Recommendation

Students in English IV Honors study the themes
and history of British literature. They move from
writer-based to reader-based composition and
focus on self-editing in an effort to elevate their
writing to the college level. The research paper
utilizes the skills the students have accumulated
over their high school career and culminates in an
in-depth analysis of a facet of British literature.

Advanced Placement Literature & Composition
Grade Level: 12

Credit: 1(full-year)

Teacher Recommendation

British Literature forms the core of the senior AP
English class; however, supplemental works from
around the world are studied as well. Composition
includes all forms of writing, and the research
paper is analytical in form. The workload and
pace reflect the design of this college level course.
Thus, the reading and writing assignments are
substantial. Students earn high school credit and
may earn college credit by performing well on the
College Board AP exam in May.

Great Books is the study of texts from the time of
the Greeks to the present that are considered
essential reading for the well-educated individual.
The class aims to develop careful, analytical
reading; thoughtful discussion; and competent,
well-reasoned writing. Selections of texts range

from classical writers such as Homer and Aristotle
to the writings of 19" and 20" century authors
such as Freud, Kant, and Martin Luther King, Jr.

Journalism

Grade Level: 187 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Journalism provides a focus on contributing and
maintaining the school newspaper and other
published forms of communication to our school
community. Students may also take the newspaper
directed study class for no credit to be more
involved with the newspaper process.

Speech
Grade Level: 16-12"

Credit: ¥ credit (springsemester class)

To become a more effective communicator,
students will prepare ideas in an organized format,
speak clearly with confidence and poise, and listen
critically to others. Students will develop the
skills to generate ideas, research topics, organize
information, and prepare for oral presentations.

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texts in Spanish. Special emphasis is placed on
preparing students for the College Board AP
Spanish Language test administered in May.

MATHEMATICS

Centennial High School offers a full mathematics curriculum to prepare students for college and technical
careers. The college preparatory classes Algebra I, Geometry, Pre-Calculus, and Calculus, also have the
option of an honors class, which is more challenging than regular classes. All students are required to have
three math classes for graduation.

All college-bound and technical school students are encouraged to take a math course during their senior year.
Many colleges give math placement tests and require students to take remedial math for which parents must
pay, but students do not receive credit. Advanced Algebra helps prepare the student for college math.

The following pages present the possible course sequences for Centennial High School students in the field of
mathematics. We encourage all students, regardless of career or educational plans, to take as much math as
possible.

Advanced Algebra & Trigonometry
Grade Level: 11 and 12"
Credit: 1 (full-year)

Successful completion of Algebra |, Algebra Il, &

Geometry

Advanced Algebra and Trigonometry is designed
for college bound seniors and juniors who plan to
take Pre-Calculus as their next math course.. This
course reviews concepts taught in Algebra Il and
explores additional topics such as sequences,
series, matrices probability, statistics and
trigonometry. A graphing calculator is required
for this course.

Algebra |
Grade Level: 8

Credit: 1 (fultyear)

Algebra 1 includes basic properties, rational
numbers,  exponents, radicals, polynomials,
factoring, linear function and inequalities, linear
equations, graphing, and open sentences. Students
become acquainted with the language of algebra
and its application to the real world. Strong
arithmetic skills and the ability to use fractions,
percents, and decimals are required.

Algebra | Honors

Grade Level: 8

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Recommend a 91% average in prior math
Algebra | Honors includes basic properties, rational
numbers,  exponents, radicals, polynomials,
factoring, linear function and inequalities, linear
equations, graphing, and open sentences. Students
become acquainted with the language of algebra
and its application to the real world. Strong
arithmetic skills and the ability to use fractions,
percents, and decimals are required. Algebra |
Honors moves at a fast pace thus addressing
additional standards. Students will explore and be
expected to comprehend and apply concepts at a
deeper level. Tennessee Department of Education

honors standards require that students are
challenged with integrated experiences such as
complex problem-solving, research involving
reading/writing, investigations and explorations,
advanced use of technology and making
connections  within the discipline and the
workplace. Honors students will complete
assignments addressing these state requirements and
develop a portfolio of their work with reflections on
advanced learning.

Algebra Il
Grade Level: 10 thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)
Succedsll completion of Algebra | and Geometry
Algebra Il is a college preparatory course that
builds upon skills acquired in Algebra I. A
command of the uses of fractions and negative
numbers is needed. Topics include number
systems, relations and functions, exponents and
radicals,  polynomial  functions, quadratic
equations, systems of equations, rational
expressions, probability and statistics, and the
complex number system. A graphing calculator
is required for this course.

Algebra 11 Honors
Grade level: 10" and)

Successful completion of Geometry Honors with a

minimum of B average recommended

Algebra Il Honors covers all of the topics in
Regular Algebra II, but is considerably faster
paced and goes into greater depth in most topics.
A strong background in Honors Algebra | is
required for this class. A graphing calculator is
required for this course. Honors portfolio
assessments are required.

Calculus AP (AB)

Grade Level: 12

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Successful completion of Algebra Il, Gasiry,
Honors PreCalculus (min. B avg. recommended)
Calculus AP is a preparatory course for the
Advanced Placement Test for college credit. First
semester covers functions, limits, differentiation,
and application of differentiation. Second
semester covers integration and its application.
The course moves quickly and emphasizes the
theoretical aspects of calculus as well as its
applications.  Students will practice with a
comprehensive review prior to the AP exam and
are expected to take the College Board AP exam in
May. A graphing calculator is required for this
course.

Calculus AP (BC)

Grade Level: 11- 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Successful completion of Honors Realculus &
Teacher recommendation

(Students receiving 1 credit in AB may only
receive .5 credit in BC)

AP Calculus BC is an extension of Calculus AB
rather than an enhancement; common topics
require a similar depth of understanding. A
graphing calculator is required for this course. In
May students will take the College Board AP
Calculus BC examination; many universities grant
credit based on the score attained. Calculus BC
includes concepts of the AB course as well as
additional concepts beyond those of AB course:
further applications of integrals, parametric, polar,
and vector functions; sequences, series, and
polynomial approximations; advanced techniques
of integration.

Calculus Honors

Grade Level: 17 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Successful completion of Pealculus

Math teacher recommendation

This is an introductory course for students who will
take calculus as part of a college program. First
semester topics include functions, differentiation,
limits, and applications of differentiation. Second
semester covers integration and its applications.
Honors portfolio assessments are required. A
graphing calculator is required.

Discrete Math

Grade Level: 1412

Credit: % (one semester)

Successful completion of Algebra |, Algebra
Geometry and teacher recommendation
Discrete Math is an advanced course in which
students explore sets and systems with a countable
number of elements in order to represent and
determine solutions.  Students will also collect,
represent, and process data using technology. The
concepts and procedures of this course allow
students to develop different perspectives on
problem solving and prepares them for college
statistics and computer science courses. Concepts
emphasized include applications of
inductive/deductive reasoning and logic;
cryptography, set theory; finite graphs, matrices,
and sequences; induction, iteration, and recurrence
relations; number theory; game theory; probability
and distributions; data analysis. A graphing
calculator is recommended for this course.
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Gateway Algebra

Credit: 1 (fulkyear) elective
Prerequisite: Non-passing Score on Gateway Test
This course is designed to provide remedial practice
through a different approach to all students who
have not been successful in passing the Gateway
Algebra Test. Problem solving skills will be
explored through hands-on activities involving real
life situations. The credit for this course does not
apply to the three years of mathematics credit
required by the state of Tennessee and WCB.

Geometry Standard

Grade Level: 8 thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Successfulampletion of Algebra |

In Geometry students gain an understanding of
basic geometry structures with emphasis on
developing reasoning skills.  Content includes
relationships between points, lines, and planes,
congruence, similarity, polygons, circles, area and
volume, coordinate geometry, and introductory
trigonometry. A scientific calculator is required
for second semester.

Geometry Honors

Grade Level: 8 thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Successful completion of Algebra | & approval
Geometry Honors covers all topics of Regular
Geometry, but in considerably greater depth and at a
faster pace. Students are required to do individual
projects regularly. Additional units covered include
transformations in the plane, space coordinate
geometry, introductions to topology and non-
Euclidean Geometry, logic, and history of
geometry. A graphing calculator is required for
second semester. Honors portfolio assessments are
required.

Pre-Calculus

Grade Level: 1fand 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Successful confgtion ofAlgebra I, Il (min. B
average) and Geometry

Pre-Calculus is a full year course that integrates
Trigonometry and areas of higher mathematics
including analytical geometry, sequences and
series, probability, and functions. It should be
taken in preparation for college math. A graphing
calculator is required for this course.



Pre-Calculus Honors

Grade Level: 11and 12"

Credit: 1 (fultyear)

Successful completion of Algebra Il Honors
(minimum B average recommended)
Pre-Calculus Honors is a one-year course designed
for the student who plans to seek a four-year
college education with a technical major such as
business, science or mathematics. This class is a
challenging, fast-paced, in-depth study of the
following topics: trigonometry, complex numbers,
analytical geometry, sequences and series,
probability, exponential and logarithmic functions,
graphs, and vectors. Students are required to
have a graphing calculator for this course.

Statistics AP

Grade Level: Xfull-year)

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Prerequisites: B in Pr€alculus Honors
Statistics AP is intended for the college bound
student, but it is not a preparation for calculus.
Topics include data analysis, data interpretation,
systematic ~ counting,  probability, = sampling
distribution, and statistical inference. Students will
practice with a comprehensive review prior to the
AP exam and are expected to take the College
Board AP exam in May. A TI-83t calculator is
required for this course. (There must be a
minimum number of 15 students for this class to be
a scheduled course.)

Statistics
Grade Level: 1a2
Credit: %2 (One semester)

Successful completion of Algebra |, Algebra II,

Geometry, and teacher recommendation
Students use appropriate technology to study
probability, descriptive statistics, and inferential
statistics. This course prepares students for a
major/career involving research, such as history,
psychology, economics, journalism, statistics or
education.  Concepts emphasized: collecting,
displaying, interpreting and analyzing data;
surveys and experimental design; drawing
conclusions about a population from a sample and
predicting with data. A graphing calculator is
recommended for this course.

Technology Based Intervention

Credit; 1 (full-year) elective

This course or the specific Gateway course is
required of any student not successfully completing
the Gateway end of course test. The course may be
offered as a credit course or through the directed
study class. The credit is an elective credit only and
may not be used as a credit towards the three (3)
math required credits. Placement will be assigned.

Visual Art |

Grade Level: 8, 10", 11", 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Art | is a general laboratory course which explores
and gives hands-on experiences in major areas of
visual arts including drawing, painting,
printmaking, ceramics, sculpture, and textiles.
Two and three-dimensional design are explored in
the various areas giving the student experiences in
creativity, various media, and aesthetic
appreciation.

Visual Art 11
Grade Level: 18, 11", 12"
Credit: 1 (full-year)

Successful Completion of Visual Art |, Portfolio,

and teacher recommendation

Students in this course are given the opportunity to
explore the various art areas more in depth.
Students receive more advanced instruction in
painting and drawing as well as an emphasis in
three dimensional works such as sculpture,
ceramics and textiles. Techniques using more
advanced skills will be taught and students will be
encouraged to use these skills in hands-on projects.
Historical development is also included. A
portfolio of course work and independent study
work is required.

Visual Art 111

Grade Level: 1% or 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Successful completion of Art I, Portfolio, and
teacher recommendation

Students continue project work in two and three
dimensional work with emphasis on design and
independent study. Students will be required to
declare a major area of emphasis and develop an
independent course of study in that area with
instructor guidance. An in-depth analysis of
contemporary art is studied as part of art
appreciation. Portfolio will be maintained.
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Visual Art 1V

Grade Level: 19

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Portfolio, teacher approval, and Visual Art Il or
approved advancement.

This course emphasizes the development and
exploration of advanced techniques in the

student 6s chosen medi um.

level art studio recommended for college art
majors and minors as well as art institute students.
Large scale projects are expected using advanced
techniques and applications. Independent study in
the studio area is a major part of this course.
Students are expected to keep a portfolio using
peer and instructor critiques as the selection
process. A senior show of portfolio pieces will be
necessary to exit the program.

Studio Art IV AP

Grade Level: 19 only

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Successful completion of Art 11l or approved
advancement, Portfolio, and teacher approval
The Advanced Placement (AP) Studio Art
Program is for highly motivated high school
seniors to do college level work. Students are to
submit a portfolio of work, both original and in
slide format, for evaluation at the end of the school
year. The AP Studio Art candidates prepare their
portfolios through organized AP instruction. Two
types of portfolios may be submitted: 2-D and
Drawing.

History of Art AP

Grade Level: 19, 11", or 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Must be approved by Social Studies Department
Chair & Art instructor

AP History of Art is designed to provide the same
benefits to secondary school students as those
provided by an introductory college course in art
history. The course provides an understanding and
enjoyment of architecture, sculpture, painting, and
other art forms within historical and cultural
contexts. No prior exposure to art history is
required. However, students who have completed
or are currently enrolled in AP European History
are encouraged to enroll.




Music

General Music

Grade Level: 9 thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

General Music is a multi-cultural study of the role
and importance of music in our daily lives.
Critical listening skills are developed as past,
present, and future trends are studied and
analyzed.

Chorus I - Freshman

Grade Level: 9th

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Recommend completion of feedchool system
vocal music program or recommendation from
voice teacher

Freshman Choir is a performance-oriented class
for those ninth grade students with experience
and/or special interest in vocal music. Both
contemporary and classical styles of choral
literature are studied with an emphasis on
fundamental development.

Chorus Il - General

Grade Level: 9thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Chorus is a developmental, performance-oriented
course of study. Students learn fundamentals of
vocal tone production and breathing through study,
exercises and related appropriate choral literature.
This literature, which may be sacred or secular,
represents a variety of styles and periods.

Chorus 111 - Concert Choir

Grade Level: 18thru 12"

Credit: 1 (ull-year)

Successful audition or recommendation from
chorus or voice instructor

Concert Choir is a performance-oriented class for
those students with experience and/or special
interests in vocal music. Both contemporary and
classical styles of choral literature are studied with
an emphasis on the proper fundamentals of
singing. Freshmen may audition with teacher
recommendation during the first 4 days of school.

Theatre Arts

Theatre Arts |

Grade Level: 8 thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Theater Arts | is an overview of all facets of
theater with the intent to develop a general
knowledge of theater history, literature, and
technical theater. The first semester is mainly
textbook reading and classroom work. The second
semester begins more involvement in theatre
through individual and group performances.

Theatre Arts 11

Grade Level: 18 thru 12"

Credit: 1 (fulkyear)

Successful completion of Theatre Arts |
Theatre Arts Il is designed for the serious theatre
student. Skills acquired in Theater Arts | will be
expanded and strengthened. The course is heavily
production and performance-based, though play
analysis is strongly emphasized.

Theatre Arts 111

Grade Level: 1T and 12"

Credit: 1 (fultyear)

Successful completion of dditre Arts Il and
Audition with Teacher recommendation

This course is designed for advanced students to
polish their theater specialty, such as technical
theater, movement, acting, directing, or play-
writing. Theatre Arts 11 is heavily production and
performance based, though play analysis is
strongly emphasized.

AP Chemistry is designed to be the equivalent of
freshman college chemistry, and is designed for
students intending to pursue a science,
engineering, or medical degree in college.

and organic chemistry to prepare students for the
AP exam. Strong math ability and analytical
thinking skills are required.

Successful completion of Biology |

Ecology is the study of ecological principles and
the bio-diversity of life.  This lab-oriented,
college-preparatory course is aimed toward the
study of the interactions between organisms and
their environments.

Environmental Science AP

Grade Level:11-12 (Advanced Course)
Recommended Prerequisite: A 91% avg. in
Biology & Chemistry or an 81% avg. in honors
Science Teacher Recommendation

The goal of Environmental Science AP is to reflect
what is found in many introductory college
courses in environmental science. The main topic
to be covered are energy, the earth, the human
impact on natural systems, and environmental
problems. The course provides an opportunity for
students to enroll in a more advanced laboratory
course as well as fulfill a basic college science
course requirement. Students will be prepared to
take the College Board AP exam in May for the
chance of earning College credit.

Physical Science
Grade Level:10-12

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Physics AP
Grade Level:11-12 (Advanced Course)

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Recommended Prerequisite: Successful completion
of Physicst Sciencedaderapproval

Physics AP is designed to be the equivalent of a

first year college course in trigonometry based
physics. This course is designed for students
intending to pursue a science/engineering degree

in college. Strong math ability and analytical
thinking skills are required. Students are expected

to take the AP exam in May.

ACT Review Science (pending State approval)
Credit: .5 (fall semester)
Recommended Prerequisite:
recommendation

This course provides students with skills and
competencies needed to be successful on the
Science ACT. Students will become familiar with
the format and the scoring of the ACT, cover
science standards useful for the ACT, learn test
taking skills, and receive individualized instruction
to improve success.

The Social Studies Department of Centennial High
School offers a variety of course offerings
covering all aspects of the social studies field.

Students write
historical and analytical essays, interpret primary
documents, plus additional outside assignments
which include outside required reading each nine
weeks.

Digital Design & Imaging
Grade Level: 16, 117 12"
Credits: 1per class

Successful Completion of Visual Communications

This is an intermediate and then advanced course
with an emphasis on visual communications which
further develop skills in the principles of design
and general layout procedures. Content covers
Adobe software, illustration, page composition,
digital imaging and printing. With advanced
knowledge and skills, students work toward
developing a professional portfolio.

Digital Design & Imaging Advanced

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: 1 perclass

Prerequisite:Visual Communications

Teacher approval required

This intermediate and this advanced course have
an emphasis on photography. Content covers
design principles, camera techniques, digital
imaging, natural and studio lighting, and the
business of photography. With advanced
knowledge and skills, students work toward
developing a professional portfolio.

MEDIA PRODUCTION:

Media Concepts
Grade Level: 9™ 10"

Credits: 1 (fullyear)

Media Concepts is the entry-level course to
prepare students for the media industry. Course
content provides a broad-based exposure to audio,
video, and journalism and broadcasting within the

media industry. Upon completion of this course,
students will be prepared to pursue advanced
coursework in either audio and video technology
or journalism and broadcasting. Ten (10) hours of
out-of-class filming of CHS events is required
each semester.

Electronic Media Production

Grade Level: 16, 11"

Credits: 1 peryearwith 2 maximum credits
Successful completion of Media Conces
teacher approval

Electronic Media Production course content
focuses on electronic media production (EMP)
technologies utilizing simulated and/or real-life
projects. This course centers on production of
various EMP products, including, commercials,
news, music, interactive, and  industrial
programming. The student will gain valuable
insight into the many facets of EMP production,
including, but not limited to concept creation,
scripting, sound design, visual design, engineering,
editing, budgeting, and producing, as well as
exploring some of the latest advances in industry
technology. Upon completion of this course,
students will be prepared to pursue advanced
coursework. Filming of out-of-class CHS events
is required each semester.

Electronic Media Management & Operations
Grade Level: 11, 12"
Credits: 1 per yeawith 2 maximum credits

Successful completion of Electronic Media

Production and teacher approval

Electronic Media Management and Operation is
offered to students who have completed Media
Concepts and Electronic Media Production or

obtained t he instructor

focuses on simulated real-life  electronic
broadcasting media production and management
activities and productions. Projects center on in-
house production of newscasts, special events, and
original programming. The student will gain
valuable insight into both audio and video sides of
the electronic media industry. Course content is
composed of scripting, broadcasting, reporting,
directing, editing, budgeting, and producing, as
well as, cameras, lights, sound, and set design.
This course will explore the latest digital
technology and applications, research and future
trends in the electronic media industry. Upon
completion of this course students will be prepared
to pursue post secondary education or enter the
electronic media industry in an entry level
position. The educational laboratories will
assimilate broadcast facilities in the electronic
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media industry. Filming out-of-class CHS events
is required each semester.

HEALTH CARE CLUSTER

Clinical Internship

Grade Level: 12 (last class period of day)
Credits: 1(full year) Teacher Approval
Students may choose to complete a clinical
internship after completing Medical Therapeutics,
Diagnostics Medicine, or EMS. The internships
are designed to be completed in a hospital, nursing
home, medical office, rehab center, or other health
care facility.

Diagnostic Medicine

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: 1 (full year) (even years ex. 2009/2010)
Diagnostic Medicine creates a picture of an
individual's health st
This could include careers as cardiology, imaging,
medical laboratory, radiography, nuclear medicine,
sterotactic radiosurgery, speech pathologists,
respiratory  speech  pathologists, respiratory
therapist, clinical laboratory  technician,
pathologists, medical doctor in histotechnologist,
orthotist,  prosthodonist, prosthetist, plastic
surgeon, and others.

Health Science Education

Grade Level: 8- 10™

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Students are introduced to health careers, safety
measures, growth and development, body systems,
basic anatomy and physiology, CPR/first aid, and
environmental and community health.  This
overview is designed to help students look at
health care from a provider perspective and to help
choose a specific area of focus. This course serves
as a foundation for all health science courses. First
Aid and CPR certification will be obtained.

Emergency Medical Services (EMS)

Grade Level: 19- 12" (evenyearsex. 2007/08)
Credits: 1 (fultyear)(Honors option available)
Prerequisite: Health Science

Emergency Medical Services provides students
with knowledge and skills for the emergency
medical field responsibilities to include CPR, first
aid and the use of emergency equipment. Upon
completion of this course, a student may enroll in a
clinical internship which can articulate to post-
secondary education or an entry level position in
the emergency room.
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Forensic Science Honors

Grade Level: 117 12" (odd years ex. 2008/09)
Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Prerequisite: Health Science

Forensic Science is an overview of how science is
applied to solving crimes. Topics including
history of forensic sciences, collecting of evidence,
analyzing results and hands-on application of
many laboratory techniques used in solving crimes
and identifying people and future -careers.
Students will participate in a mock (staged) crime
scene to apply knowledge and skills gained.

Nursing Education

Grade Level: 19

Credits: 1 (fultyear but 2 periods blocked)
Préreq@isite:(Healtd SciBndyl(Hdnord Bptiof)t
Students learn and apply skills for successful
entrance into a nursing career. The skills include
verbal and nonverbal communication, physical and
psychological assessments, direct patient care,
emergency medical techniques, and team
membership. The clinical internship of 100 hours

hours are implemented in the classroom and
clinical settings upon completion of this course. A
student may enroll in postsecondary education or
enter the work force in an entry-level position.

COSMETOLOGY:

Principles Cosmetology |

Grade Level: 11 & 12"

Credits 1 (full-year)

Principles of Cosmetology is the first level of
cosmetology, and it prepares students with work-
related skills for advancement into the Design
Principles of Cosmetology course.  Content
provides students the opportunity to acquire basic
fundamental skills in both theory and practical
applications of leadership and interpersonal skill
development. Content  stresses  safety,
environmental issues, and protection of the public
and designers as integrated with principles of hair
design, nail structure, and cosmetic procedures.
Laboratory facilities and experiences simulate
those found in the cosmetology industry.

Principles Cosmetology 11

Grade Level: 171 12"

Credit: 2 (2 period class)

Prerequisite: Principles of Cosmetology |
Design Principles of Cosmetology is the second
level of Cosmetology and prepares students for
work-related skills and advancement into the
Chemistry of Cosmetology course.  Content
provides students the opportunity to acquire
knowledge and skills in both theory and practical
cosmetic applications which will be enhanced in a
laboratory setting that duplicates Cosmetology
industry standards.

CULINARY ARTS:

Culinary Arts |
Grade Level: 10& 11" (12" if spaceavailable)

Credits: 1(full-year but 2 periods blocked)

This course, which is the first level of Culinary
Arts, prepares students for gainful employment
and/or entry into postsecondary education in the
food production and service industry. Content
provides students the opportunity to acquire
marketable skills by examining both the industry
and its career opportunities and by developing
food preparation and service and interpersonal
skills.  Laboratory facilities and experiences,
which simulate commercial food production and
service operations, offer learning opportunities.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE:

Criminal Justice I

Grade Level: 10, 11" 12"

Credits: 1 (fullyear)

This course is designed to give the student an
overview of the United States Criminal Justice
System through the examination of U.S. law
enforcement agencies, the U.S. Court systems and
U.S. correctional institutions. The course explores
U.S. Constitutional law, criminal law, and police
procedures. Class discussions covering current
Criminal Justice news items compliment numerous
guest speakers from State, Local and Federal law
enforcement agencies. Field trips may include
visits to a state pr
department, Juvenile court, and the Metro
Nashville Police Department Training Academy.

Criminal Justice 11

Grade Level: 11, 12"

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Prerequisite: Criminal Justice |

This course provides a hands-on study of law
enforcement operations including investigative
procedures, finger printing and crime scene
searches culminating in mock court trials
conducted by the students. The course also
explores federal and state court procedures
following the processing of a criminal from arrest
through the judicial system. The student will
complete a research project and a book report and
give a 20 minute class presentation on each. All
students will participate in a one-day shadow of a
person in the criminal justice system. Field trips
include Death Row, a felony trial, Vanderbilt Law
School classes and mock trials.

Criminal Justice ITI

Grade Level: 19

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Prerequisite: Legal & Protective Services | & I
This advanced level of Criminal Justice provides
an in-depth look at the United States Prison-
Correctional System and its history. The course
also explores the various careers available within
the three major components of the criminal justice
system-law enforcement, the judicial system and
corrections. Each senior will be required to
complete one research project and one book report
per semester and make a 30 minute classroom
presentation on each. Field trips will include visits
to various correctional institutes.
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FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCE:

Child and Lifespan Development

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: 1/2 Credit (fall smester course)

This course prepares students to understand the
physical, social, emotional, and intellectual growth
and development throughout the lifespan.
Experiences such as laboratory observations, job
shadowing, service learning, and laboratory
participation will enhance the learning process.
Instructional content includes child development
theories and research; prenatal development;
infants and toddlers; preschool years; middle
childhood; adolescence; adulthood; geriatrics;
death and dying; careers; and leadership,
citizenship, and teamwork.

Early Childhood Education Careers Level I:
Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Level I provides students a foundation in the
concepts of child development theory and affords
them the opportunity to integrate knowledge,
skills, and practices required for related careers.
Job shadowing opportunities are also available.

Early Childhood Education Careers Level I1:
Grade Level: 11 & 12"

Credits: 1(full-year but 2 periods blocked)
Level II provides students the opportunity to apply
child development theory, develop and implement
learning activities for young children, and
integrate knowledge, skills, and practices required
for related careers. Laboratory experiences offer
internships and co-op education opportunities.

Early Childhood Education Careers Level III:
Grade Level: 191 12"

Credits: 1(full-year but 2 periods blocked)
Level III serves as a capstone course. Students
continue to have the opportunity to develop and
implement curriculum, lesson plans, and
classroom strategies. Content provides students
the opportunity to study administration,
management issues, and special needs children.
Students will apply the marketable early childhood
education knowledge and skills previously
acquired in increasingly responsible positions.
Laboratory experiences will be available through
internships and co-op education opportunities.

Early Childhood Education Cooperative:
Grade Level: 171 12"

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Early Childhood Education programs have a work
experience option. Classroom instruction can be
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enhanced with on-the-job experiences in an early
childhood related job and earn up to 2 credits.

Family and Consumer Sciences

Grade Level9"& 10"

Credits: 1/2 Credi{spring semester course)
This course is a comprehensive, foundation course
designed to assist students in developing core
knowledge and skills needed for successful life
planning and management. Content includes
human development; family and parenting
education; resource management; housing and
living environments; nutrition and foods; textiles
and apparel; leadership development; and career
preparation. A unique focus is on the management
of families, work, and their interrelationships. The
course provides a foundation for further study in
specialized related career areas.

Housing and Interior

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12th

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

This course prepares students to understand the
physical, psychological and social influences
pertaining to housing decisions.  The class
includes instruction to the human and
environmental factors influencing the form and use
of housing, varied types of housing costs, interior
and exterior design home furnishings and
equipment. It also addresses the selection, use and
care of available resources for achieving improved
living space to meet individual and family needs.

Nutrition and Foods

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: ¥ (fall semester)

This course prepares students to understand the
principles of nutrition; the relationship of nutrition
to health and well-being; the selection, preparation
and care of food; meal management to meet
individual and family food needs and patterns. It
also teaches skills in food preparation.

Textiles and Apparel

Grade Level: 10", 11", 12"

Credits: Y §pringsemester)

This class prepares the individual to understand
the social, psychological, and physiological
aspects of the selection, construction, maintenance,
and alteration of apparel and textile products. It
provides students with lavatory experiences in
construction. It develops a range of students from
the drama student who is making costumes, the
novice seamstress who likes to sew or the student
interested in fashion design.




MANUFACTURING CLUSTER

Computer Aided Drafting

Grade Leve 9™, 10", 11", 12"

Credits: 1 (fullyear) max. 2 credits (1 per year)
This class is broken into two years: 1* year — The
basic concept of drafting is taught the first year
covering sketching, geometric construction, view
drawings, Isometric drawings, and Auto CAD
introduction. 2™ year: Students will choose to
meet state competencies with either mechanical or
Architecture drawings. Mechanical- students draw
sectional, thread, working drawings, auxiliary and
use of vernier calipers. Architect — students draw
complete set of house plans that meet Williamson
county code using Auto CAD. The plan consists
of floor plan, foundation, front, rear, left elevation,
electrical and a wall section. Projects consist of
storyboard, 3/4 scale balsa house, video tape of
floor plan, and a 3/16 scale foam board model.

Advanced Computer-Aided Drafting

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: 1 (fullyear) max. 2 credits (1 per year)
Prerequisite: Eng. Design/CAD and Geometry
(Honors option available)

This course is broken into a two year course:
Architectural — Students draw and design a
complete set of plans in order to get a building
permit in Williamson County using Auto CAD.
AutoCAD Mechanical — Mechanical students will
draw sectional, thread, working drawings,
auxiliary and will use vernier calipers.

Inventor — This is solid modeling drawing class in
which students learn Autodesk program Inventor.
Students do all previous drawing techniques plus
learn to animate working drawings and present
them in PowerPoint format. Students also design
engineering projects.

MARKETING & BUSINESS
ACADEMY

Accounting I
Grade Level: 18, 11", 12"

Credit: 1 (fullyear)

Accounting I introduces concepts and principles
based on a double-entry system of maintaining the
electronic and/or manual financial records for a
sole proprietorship, partnership, and corporation.
It includes analyzing business transactions,
journalizing, posting, and preparing worksheets
and financial statements. Accounting I provides
college-bound students an excellent foundation for
business related majors.

Advertising & Public Relations

Grade Level: 11& 12"

Credits: ¥z (spring)Beginning odd years 2008/09
Advertising and Public Relations focuses on the

concepts and strategies associated with the

dynamic and changing means of communication in

order to promote products, services, ideas and/or

images. This course encourages students to

examine this field from the viewpoints of the

creative staff, business person and consumer.

American Business Legal Systems

Satisfies Rquired US. Ge.credit for Graduation
Grade Level: 11, 12"

Credit: % gpringsemester course)

The American Business Legal Systems course
provides students with an understanding of the
legal framework in which American business
functions. The students will evaluate the influence
of the free enterprise system in a democratic
society on daily decisions. Students will analyze
the alliance between capitalism and democracy
and be better prepared to influence the future
decisions in the public and private sectors of the
United States of America.

Banking & Finance

Grade Level: 1Tor 12"

Credit: % (spring) Beginning odd years2008/09
(Honors option available)

Banking and Finance is a course designed to
challenge the student with real banking and
financial situations through a partnership with a
local financial institution that would bring
resources of mentors, seminars, and hands on
experience with day-to-day operations.
Completion of this course will provide students
with a basis for secondary education in finance and
special job skills in banking and financial
institutions. Ethical issues will be presented.

Business Economics

Satisfies Required Econ. Credit for Graduation
GradeLevel: 11" 12"

Credit: %2 fall semester course)

(Honors option availble)

This course provides an in-depth study of
fundamental concepts, free enterprise trading
practices, and the various players in the economic
system. Topics include the production, marketing,
and distribution of goods and services, as well as
the roles of financial institutions, the government,
and the individual within the free enterprise
system. Students will explore various careers
related to the economy. International trade and
economics have become an integral part of
business economics.
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Business Management
Grade Level: 1%, 12"

Credit: % credit(spring Beginning even 2009/10

(Honors option available)

Students in Business Management will develop a
foundation in the many activities, problems, and
decisions that are intrinsic to the management of a
successful business, as well as an appreciation for
the importance of these responsibilities. Areas to
be examined include business organization, ethical
and legal responsibilities, communication,
decision-making, personnel, safety, professional
development and related careers. By gaining an
understanding of these areas, students will be
better prepared to enhance the business decisions
of tomorrow.

Computer Applications

Grade Level: 8, 10", 11", 12"

Credits: 1 Credit (fullyear)

This course is designed to develop computer
technology skills. Students will use a variety of
computer software and hardware tools and features
of an electronic information network. Students
will explore the historical, social, and ethical
issues of using computer technology. The students
will develop skills that will assist them with
efficient production; accurate production analysis;
management of information and design and
presentation of a multimedia project.

Financial Planning
Grade Level:9™, 10", 11h, 12"

Credit: %2 (spring) (Honors option)

Financial Planning is a course designed to develop
skills in the use of financial principles in making
business decisions. Students will research job
qualifications and employment opportunities in
finance. The course includes a study of the
allocation of financial resources, the effects of
finance and credit institutions on the business
community and the impact of financial decisions
on the consumer market. Ethical issues will be
presented in this course.

Financial Services Marketing

Grade Level: 11& 12"

Credits: ¥ (fall) Beginning even years 2009/10
(Honors option available)

Services marketing is a course of study designed to
develop concepts and skills needed for success in
the services marketing industry. The course
involves a rapidly expanding wide range of
personal services and business services focusing
on the interaction of customer and service
provider. This course is appropriate for students
with career interests in medical, accounting,
technical, engineering, and financial services
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Marketing & Management I - Principles

Grade Level: 10, 11", 12"

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Meets Economics graduation requirement
Marketing and Management I — Principles focuses
on the study of marketing concepts and their
practical application. Students will examine risks
and challenges marketers face to establish a
competitive edge. Subject matter includes
economics, marketing foundations/functions and
human resource leadership development. Skills in
communication, mathematics, economics, and
psychology are reinforced in this course. DECA
membership is required. Seniors who wish to co-
op must have a good school behavior record,
attendance record, passing grades, teacher
recommendations, and a marketing career
objective. (Cooperative Learning Option)

Marketing & Management II-Adyv. Strategies
Grade Level: 1%, 12"

Credits: % (fall) Beginning odd years 2008/09

(Honors option available)

Meets Economics graduation requirement
Marketing and management emphasizes marketing
concepts and management functions performed by
professionals. Students will examine challenges,
responsibilities, and
workplace. ~ Marketing and Management II-
Advanced Strategies emphasizes the development
of decision-making skills so that students
understand the impact of management-oriented
challenges.  Subject matter includes finance,
entrepreneurship, risk management, marketing
information systems, purchasing, human resource
skills, and leadership development.
Communication interpersonal and mathematics
skills are reinforced in this course. Membership in
DECA is required. (Coop Learning Option)

Marketing Cooperative Methodology

(Co-op) Grade Level: 19

Credits: Maximum of 1 credit per year
Prerequisite:Teacher Approval

Seniors enrolled in Marketing and accepted into
the co-op program must have a job related to
marketing by the end of two weeks of school. A
student may earn up to 2 credits when co-op
experience is included in marketing. (A senior
may also receive academic credit for marketing
and choose not to co-op).

Marketing Research & Analysis

Grade level: 1T & 12"

Credits: ¥ (fall) Beginning even years 2009/10
(Honors option available)

Marketing Information Management is a course of
study that focuses on the system (planning,
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collecting, processing information, and
implementing  information) for  conducting
research to determine marketing strategies. The
course is targeted at students who need a basic
understanding of research procedures, data
interpretations, and communication of findings.

Organizational Leadership

Grade Level: 8-10"

Credit: % fall) (Honors option available)

This course develops an understanding of
organizational leadership characteristics and
behaviors. Students will develop skills in
teamwork, conflict resolution, communication, and
group problem solving techniques used in
business. Students will apply the principles of
leadership in school, community, and marketing-
related settings.

Principles of Business

Grade Level: 9", 10"

Credit: %2 (fall) Beginning odd years 2008/09
(Honors option available)

Business Principles is a core course in which
students are introduced to all aspects of business:
the domestic and international economies,
financial principles, management strategies,
administrative and information systems, ethics,
and organizational and professional leadership.
Students will analyze the elements of the business
environment and focus on attitudinal and problem-
solving skills inherent to success.

Retail Operations
Grade Level: 19, 11" 12"

Credits:1(fulltyear) Offered odd years 2008/09

(Honors option available)

Retail Operations offers students the opportunity
to learn marketing skills needed in the fast-paced
world of retailing. In this course, the student will
learn that retailing is a significant and vital
component to the United States economy and is
quickly becoming an integral part of the global
economy. Throughout the course the student will
be made aware of the importance of retailing in its
various forms as the final step in getting products
and services to consumers in the market place.
This course may be specialized to a specific area
such as fashion retailing. (Cooperative Option)

Sales Management
Grade Level: 11& 12"

Credits: % (spring) Beginning even years 2009/10

(Honors option available)

This course will provide the student with the
opportunity to analyze and evaluate the various
aspects of sal es i n
student will study concepts needed to respond to
customer wants and needs through planned
personalized communication that influences

purchase decisions, ensures satisfaction, and
enhances future business opportunities.  The
course will include advanced selling concepts,
investigation of career opportunities, and the
technological influences on sales and sales
management. DECA membership is required.

Virtual Enterprise
Grade Level: 11 & 12"

Credits:1(fulkyear) Beginning even years 2009/10
May substitute for Economics credit if taught by

Highly Qualfied instructor.

Virtual Enterprise International (VE) is a
simulated business environment. The VE students
will be involved in actual on the job work
experiences, including accounting, personnel
administration, management and marketing. The
only difference between the VE and an actual
business is that no material goods are produced or
legal tender exchanged. However, services will be
provided. Working in a team, the student will
develop and enhance oral and written
communication  skills  through initiative,
responsibility, and creativity.

CAREER COMPANION COURSES

Courses may be taken as part of a career
concentration or focus

Career Management Success

Grade Level: 9 recommended

Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Career Management Success is a core course for
career clusters. The course provides students with
tools for achieving success in their academic,
work, and personal lives. Course content
emphasizes the basic skills and knowledge needed
for employment success, as identified by industry
and supported by relevant national standards. All
course content is presented in a real-world context,
providing concrete opportunities for developing
personal and career  goals, effective
communication skills, teamwork abilities, and
successful work attitudes. Upon completion of the
course, students will be able to complete the
Professional Development Program Level I and
Level II of SkillsUSA or other degree programs in
other career and technical youth organizations.

Jobs for Tennessee Graduates (JTG)
Grade Level: 12th
Credits: 1 (fultyear)

Counseling and Career Specialist recommendation

Students in this course are given the opportunity to
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in school and on the job. The curriculum includes
occupation information, goal setting, study skills,
human relations, and leadership development. The
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need for
and decisions is emphasized. This course is based
on a national model to assist students in graduating
from high school and gaining employment or
further education after graduation. Students learn
career development and job  attainment
competencies and develop skills that employers
believe are fundamental to success on the job.
Follow-up and employment services are continued
for twelve months following graduation.

Student
groups will design an environmental project that
will benefit the school, the community, or both.
The class may involve working outdoors, and may
involve physical labor.
