Parental Note, court document, medical note, 

etc…  when student returns  

Student must bring note within 3 days of absence to 

be considered for excused absence 
 

Pre-Arranged Absences: 

Parental request one week to ten days in advance 

Request should be turned in to Student Services 

Students are notified by Student Services if approved 

or denied 

Approval or denial is based on attendance, grades and 

reason for request 

A student will only be approved for one family trip a 

year  
 

College visits: 

Parental request one week to ten days in advance 

Request should be turned in to Student Services 

Request should contain name of college 

Students are notified by Student Services if approved 

or denied 

A note from college is required: school letterhead, stu-

dents name and date visited 

Seniors are allowed two college days a school year 

Juniors are allowed one college day a school year 

 

Early Dismissals: 

Parental request brought to Student Services before 

the start of the school day 

Note should explain reason for dismissal and phone 

number for parent verification 

Student must sign out in Student Services for early 

dismissals 

Student must sign in when returning from an early dis-

missal  
 

Homework Requests: 

Homework requests can be made only after the stu-

dent has missed three days 

Parents can request work the morning of the third day 

Mrs. Kivilaan will email the teachers for work 

Teachers are to place homework in front office by 3:00 

that day 

Parents can pick up by 3:30  

 

Excessive Absences: 

Students Placed on the excessive absence list must 

have a doctor’s note for all absences 

Students are placed on the excessive absence list when 

their absences are 10 or more or when deemed neces-

sary by a school official 
 

Senior Exemptions: 

Seniors may be exempt from their exams if they have a 

grade of 91 or better and no more than six absences in 

a semester 

Exemption does not excuse them from attending school 

There are no appeals for students not meeting grade or 

attendance qualifications 

 

NOTICE ABOUT BRINGING FOOD TO STUDENTS 

Only immediate family members on special occasions may 

bring food from a restaurant for a student, provided that im-

mediate family member stays and eats with the student. No 

one will be allowed to bring food from a restaurant and drop 

it off for a student.
