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The College Grove Kids Care Club Participates in  

International Volunteer Project for Kids Care Week 2009 

The College Grove Kids Care Club will join clubs from Birmingham to Beijing, to lead Feed the Hungry 
projects during the tenth annual Kids Care Project.   The United Nations estimates that two to three bil-
lion people are malnourished; in America, more than 36 million Americans, including 12.4 million chil-

dren, are at risk of hunger, according to the USDA.   

The College Grove Kids Care Club is one of more than 1,800 clubs.  Since 1990, Kids Care Clubs, a pro-
gram of Hands on Network, has been developing compassion and inspiring a spirit of service in elemen-

tary and middle school children.   

Thanks to the support of Quaker Oats, the sponsor of Kids Care Week 2009, Kids Care Clubs around the 
world are creating service projects and raising funds to combat this issue and feed the hungry.  Kids 
Care Clubs has awarded mini-grants totaling $18,500 to 70 Kids Care Clubs in 32 states, the District of 

Columbia and to clubs in Saudi Arabia and China.  

The economic downturn has increased sharply the number of families across the country in need of food, 
and Kids Care Week 2009 presents an opportunity for youth to take action against this pressing social 
need. College Grove Kids Care Club will have a classroom food donation challenge at each grade level to 
help Feed America First.  Feed America First is a local organization that has been donating food to needy 

families in Williamson County for ten years.  These are our neighbors!! 

HERE IS HOW IT WILL WORK:  There will be a competition between the two classes at each grade level.  
At the end of the challenge the classroom with the most number of donated items will receive an ice-
cream party.  Feed America First will pick up our packed donations and distribute them to local families 

in need. The classroom challenge will be the week of November 16-20

Guidance from Mrs. Hadzor 
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Talking To Your Child About School   

Have you ever been frustrated when you ask your child how his/her day was, and the only response you 

get is, "Okay," "Fine," or "Alright"?   

Here are some suggestions that will help encourage conversation, elicit thoughtful responses, and per-

haps help your child work through some challenges or confusions he/she may have:   

1.  Tell me about what you read today (in reading, social studies, science or math)?   

2.  What was your favorite part, or what was the most surprising thing you learned today?   

3.  Did that book make you think of anything you already knew?   

4.  Was there anything that confused you?  What can we do to help make that more clear for you?   

5.  What did you learn about yourself as a reader or as a learner today?   

6.  Show me a book you would like me to read to you (or you could read some of it to me)? (You could 

ask your child to retell the story up to that point, share the 'best part' with you, or express how he/

she feels about the main character or subject of the book, the situation in the story, or how that 

story has changed their thinking.)   

I encourage you to make reading with your child a part of your evening routine (right before is often a 

great way to 'wind down' from a busy/active day and calm his/her mind for going to sleep).   

Even if your child is getting older now, reading aloud to him/her can still be very helpful and comfort-

ing.  With younger children, you can invite them them to 'join in' on words they have read before 

(familiar words), or, after you have read a story that is about at their reading level (what they can 

handle themselves), they could try reading it back to you (if they come to words they can't figure out, 

ask them if there is one or more 'chunks' in that word that looks familiar to them -  that should help 

them figure it out).    

Emphasize 'making reading sound like how we talk' (not choppy) and remind them that reading holds 

meaning, so we need to 'think about what we are reading.'  Talking about an interesting book can be 

fun, as well as helpful, to your child.
