A Message From Our Leaders

The Tennessee State Department of Education recently sent us information to share with the parents of our 
school and community.  Please take the time to read the following:  
 

òThe state Department of Education has changed the method used to calculate grades for Achievement 
and Value Added scores.  The scale that determines the grades has also been revised.  As a result, the 
scores on this yearõs Report Card cannot be used as a valid basis of comparison to scores from any previ-
ous year.  The best way to measure the progress of your childõs school is to compare that score to the state 
average for 2008-2009. 
These changes will, in some cases, dramatically affect the individual grades for schools and districts.  It is 
crucial to remember that changes in grades do not reflect a loss of learning for your child.  The changes 
to these calculations were required with implementation of the Tennessee Diploma Project to increase 
the rigor of learning in the classroom and measure the new assessments your child will take next spring.  
The Tennessee Diploma Project is designed to better prepare students for college and the workforce.ó 
 

We are currently in the process of installing SMART Boards in every classroom in the building.  These SMART 
Boards were purchased by the PTO using the money raised from the òBridging the Gapó campaign.  We are ex-
cited to see these SMART Boards being implemented on a daily basis. 
 
Our faculty is also in the process of phrasing all learning targets that are taught in their classroom in òchild-

friendlyó language that will be posted at the onset of each lesson.  These will give students clarity in understand-

ing the purpose and goal of each lesson.  Teachers in our building have already come up with and implemented 

several creative ways to use these learning targets in their classes.  Hopefully, in time, the students will be able to 

repeat òI canéó statements when they come home to you.  Instead of asking òWhat did you do at school today?ó 

and getting the typical response of ònothingó, maybe you can ask òWhat did you learn how to do at school to-
day?ó and hear òI canéó
