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The PBS program is a positive 

re-enforcement program to 

encourage our students to have 

good behaviors at school.  

They are expected to follow 3 school rules… be 

respectful, be responsible, and to be safe under this 

system.  Students are rewarded for these good 

behaviors by receiving High Flyers.  These High 

Flyers are used for weekly drawings, PBS parties, 

and to purchase items at the PBS store twice a year.  

The top portion of the High Flyer is used for 

weekly drawings and the bottom portion is kept by 

the student for weekly PBS parties.  Grade levels 

are left to decide on the number of High Flyers 

needed to attend each monthly PBS party. 
 

Many times students earn more High Flyers than is 

needed for the parties, so they may use these at the 

PBS store to be open on December 17, 2009 and on 

May 17th, 2010.  The PBS store is located in the 

multi-purpose room and is to be staffed by 

volunteers.  Students will be able to use the purple, 

yellow, orange, light green and red High Flyers for 

the PBS store. 
 

There will be many items to choose from at the 

store.  Each student will be able to purchase 2 items 

at the store.  The two students with the most High 

Flyers in each class will get to shop the day before 

the store actually opens to get the best selection.  

On December 1, we will be asking each teacher to 

submit a class list with the total number of High 

Flyers next to each child’s name.  This will help us 

to price items appropriately and ensure we do not 

run of items. 

 

Bread of Life Ministry is a charitable 

organization located in Lynville, 

Indiana.  This organization provides food and clothing 

to needy families and charitable agencies across the 

U.S., Mexico, Honduras, Dominican Republic, Haiti, 

Jamaica, and Russia.  They are primarily a “Food 

Pantry” provider.  In 2008, over 5 million dollars in 

food and goods was provided by Bread of Life 

Ministry to the needy or other charitable 

organizations.  They take monetary, food and new 

clothing donations.  They often get clothing and toy 

donations from corporations with overruns and 

slightly imperfect goods.  For an agency to receive 

donations from the Bread of Life Ministry, they must 

be a 501©3 Non-Profit organization.  Agencies may 

receive goods quarterly. 
 

So what does this mean to us?  As you may be aware, 

we have needy children here in Fairview.  These 

students need food, school supplies and clothing. 
 

The Leopard Ladies of Fairview is a local 

organization that often provides goods such as 

clothing and school supplies to the counselors at FES, 

FMS, Westwood, and FHS.  Their donations to the 

needy are kept anonymous.  What is not distributed 

through the counselors is distributed through the 

police department to ensure confidentiality. 
 

Fairview Elementary School PTO often needs donated 

goods (toys) and has the 501©3 status.  Therefore, we 

qualify for donations from the Bread of Life Ministry.  

We may receive food, clothing, and toys on a 

quarterly basis, provided we pick it up at the Lynnville 

Indiana warehouse with a scheduled appointment.  

The clothing and school supplies may be requested 

and distributed via Leopard Ladies.  The PTO may use 

the toys for Hawk Walk, Auction and PBS. The toys 

valued at $1,922.65 were divided between Hawk Walk 

and PBS.  Hawk Walk will receive 28 toys for a value 

of $477.60.  The remaining 227 toys valued at 

$1,445.05 will go to PBS store.  All of these items are 

new!
