1. What is GMS CAFé?

teacher, athletic coaches, etc.) as well as the community leaders responsible for 
creating policy and intervention programs. 

 
2. What are the specific goals of GMS CAFé for 2007-2008 and beyond? 
 

• Identify strategic partners to assist us in communicating the issues and in equipping 
adults and students (i.e. STARS; The Learning Lab; Chick-Fil-A; etc.) 

• Create unity between our school, parents, and community leaders 
• Enlighten our audience to the unique issues and challenges facing this generation of
