                                      New Test- New Questions 
The TCAP test will be new for students and teachers! What does this mean for you as 
a parent of a middle school student in the state of Tennessee? It is reported the test 
questions will be far more analytical and rote recall of information is out! In addition, 
whenever there is a new test of which we have no idea as to what it will look like or 
the way the questions will be presented, test scores will go down. Because of the new 
format of the test, the State Department of Education did what they term

card comes out we may or may not look like we did last year in our scores. Simplisti-
cally, the bar has been raised in mid jump! 
 
Our curriculum has changed too! Teachers are preparing new material and are having 
to teach and assess differently. You will have students having to reason and interpret; 
learn new vocabulary and apply the learning. Assessments (tests) will be high order 
and less memorization and regurgitation of facts. For middle school students this will 
be a challenge for majority just because of development and it is beyond what they 
have traditionally experienced. However, teachers are working hard, crafting and cre-
ating lessons which requires students to stretch and struggle to be ready for this new 
TCAP and diminish the shock factor. They are allowing students to retake some assess-
ments to prove understanding of the material. When struggling through content, 
learning occurs and growth occurs in student learning. A by product to all of this is the 
fact that some students will have grades that maybe less than what they have experi-
enced before in their school carrier both on the TCAP and report cards.

Parent Connection is a 
valuable resource and the directions are on our website. It is a threefold process; go 
on line and make the application; make sure the school has terms agreement; and fi-
nally you will have to go back in to claim your child once you receive the notification 
via email from the company. The next tool is the teacher Share Point page. We have 
testing calendars on the left of the page and the individual teacher pages are great re-
sources for assignments and helpful notes and handouts. Both tools you will find at 
www.wcs.edu/hms. Make us one of your favorites! 
 
The last most valuable resource your student has is you! Stress the importance of edu-
cation; doing what teachers require of them at school and through homework. We are 
blessed to have a community that does value what we do for our students every day 

and we appreciate it immensely!
