Do not monopolize  

Focus on what is being said  

Ask insightful questions  

Listen for meaning  

 

To add to those steps, I ask parents to be nonjudgmental, allow the child to ex-
plain, respect their point of view, ask them for solutions, and try to view the con-
versation from the childõs perspective.  I am always intrigued by the implication 
that listening impacts behavior.  Unconditional love means allowing them to have 
their own opinion even if it is different than our own.  

 

As we begin a new year and have the school year is behind us, make a resolution 
to be a  ògood listeneró when your child ask for time to share.

School Closings  - Due To Hazardous Conditions  

òWe will try to call parents and staff members by 9 p.m. if school will be cancelled the next day,ó said Looney. òIf 

that is not possible, the district will begin calling homes as early as 5:30 in the morning the day school is closed.ó 

Parents will only be called at the main number on file with the school in the morning or evening. If school is   

dismissed during the day, parents will receive calls at all of the phone numbers on file with the school. An email 

address must also be in the schoolõs database to receive the email notification. 

òIt is essential for parents to make sure their childõs school has the correct contact information on file,ó said 

Looney.  

In addition, school closing information  will still be available on the Williamson County Schools  cable access  

channels, Comcast  3, Charter 96, AT & T 99 and local radio station WAKM AM 950.   School closing information can also be found on 

the school district web site , www.wcs.edu , by selecting School Delays/Closings on the home page, and many Nashville area television 

stations will also broadcast school closings and early dismissal information.   

In Middle Tennessee , any type of inclement weather , including snow, ice and flooding, can cause schools to close.   

òThe decision to close school will be made as early as possible to allow parents time to make alternate arrangements,ó said Tran sporta-

tion Director John Hancock. òWe have spotters located across the district who keep an eye on road conditions throughout the day and 

night, but the Superintendent makes the final decision to close school.ó 

Hancock said the decision to call off school is not an easy one but that the safety of the students is the deciding factor. òOur  whole   

system is based on safely transporting each child,ó said Hancock.  òThe district has studied using alternate routes  when weather     

conditions are not ideal, but we have found that this is not a safe option in our county.ó 

Since Williamson is a large county with many rural roads, hazardous conditions in one part of the county may close the entire  di strict.   

When schools are closed due to weather, events are automatically cancelled at the elementary and middle schools. The cancella tio n of 

high school events is determined at the school site, and individual schools will share that information with students and par ent s. 

The district has 10 inclement weather days  built into the 2009 -10 calendar. Any additional days missed would be rescheduled.

Head Lice Information  
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Head lice are found worldwide. In the United States, infestation with head lice is most common among preschool children at-
tending child care, elementary school children, and the household members of infested children.                                                                                                                                    

Having head lice can happen to anyone.  It is not a sign of having poor health habits or being dirty.  The most important fact to 
remember is that the problem should be quickly treated because delays will only help spread the head lice throughout your 
family and community.  Please check your child regularly.   

The most frequent and common signs of head lice are:   Head scratching and intense itching of the scalp and neck with the ob-
servation of tiny crawling insects about the size of a sesame seed, with six legs, and color of tan to grayish -white.   Adult hea d 
lice may look darker in persons with dark hair  than in persons with light hair.   Nits are lice eggs laid by the adult female head 
louse at the base of the hair shaft nearest the scalp.   Nits are firmly attached to the hair shaft and are oval -shaped and very 
small (about the size of a knot in thread) and hard to see.   Nits often appear yellow or white and easily confused with dandruff .  
Dandruff is removed easily from the hair or scalp; however, nits (eggs) are glued to the hair shaft and are very difficult to  re-
move -usually must be pulled all the way to the end of the hair shaft by your fingers or with a fine -toothed comb.   

If your child has head lice, there are several non -prescription and prescription treatments available to eliminate lice and thei r 
eggs.   They can be purchased at your local pharmacy, or call your physician for his/her recommendation.   Read and follow the 
directions carefully.   A second treatment is often recommended 10 days later.   The fine -toothed comb is often needed to remove 
all of the nits.   Please spend time with your child combing all of the nits (eggs) out of his/her hair.   Put on clean clothing a fter 
treatment.   Inspect all other family members for head lice and recheck periodically over the next two (2) weeks.   

If you find head lice, you must clean all articles that might have lice or nits.   Clothes, towels, and bed linens should be wash ed 
in hot water and detergent or dry -cleaned.   Stuffed animals or items that cannot be washed or dry -cleaned should be sealed in a 
plastic bag for at least ten days to two weeks.   Disinfect combs, brushes, and similar items by washing with the special sham-
poo.   Wash all book bags and back packs.   Continue to wash your childõs bed linens regularly and vacuum all upholstered fur-
niture and carpet.   Throw vacuum bags away after each use.     

A student may return to school only after the hair has been treated with a proven and effective lice riddance product and the  
nits have been removed from the hair.   If, upon return of your child to school, evidence of active head lice infestation  remains, 
you will be requested to come to school for a more thorough explanation and demonstration of procedures to eliminate head 
lice.   Your child will be checked periodically over the next several weeks to ensure that the treatment(s) were effective.   Medi cal 
documentation will be required if your child continues to present with signs of head lice infestation.   

Confidentiality and sensitivity to you and your child is of paramount importance to us as we work together in the elimination  of 
this condition.   Thank you for your cooperation in being proactive to manage this problem that can lead to a disruption in your 
childõs learning at school. 

We normally begin to see cases of head lice in October. Itõs more common for children to get head lice in the late fall and wint er, 
but there are occasional cases reported in warmer weather, too,ó said Susan Paquin, school nurse  at Westwood Elementary 
School . 

She said once the frigid temperatures typical to the first months of the new year come around, the head lice seem to dissipat e 
some.  

And some good news for parents: òFor the last few years, Iõve seen fewer cases than normal. In a typical school year, we will 
have no more than four or five cases. The problem seems to be cyclical, however.ó
